 TUTORING POLICY

We appreciate that tutors and students find our library comfortable and conducive to learning.  We ask that tutors adhere to the following guidelines:

1.
Arrange in advance where you will meet your student in the library.

2.
Library staff cannot be expected to help locate you or your student.

3.
Be respectful of other library users. Please use low voices when talking in the library.

4.
Cell phone use is not permitted in the library. If you receive calls by cell phone, please take your calls outside.  Phones at the circulation desk are not available for use by tutors or students.  Library staff cannot take messages for you.

5.
The library has a policy governing Internet use.  Minors are not permitted to use the Internet without the written permission of a parent/guardian. For further information, inquire at the desk.  Please do not ask us to allow you and the student to use the Internet “for just a few minutes.”  The library does not recognize you in loco parentis.


Also, if a student does not have parental consent, he/she will not be allowed to sit next to a tutor who is using the Internet.
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
